Regulations Governing Submission of Films/Videos

1) There is no entry fee.

2) $25 money order/certified cheque must accompany films that you need returned, along with an adequate mailing container to ensure proper return of your film.

3) Late entries postmarked after March 31, 2011 will not be accepted.

4) Confirmation of submission will be sent out after posted deadline.

5) All entries must have Aboriginal participation as outlined;

· Total Aboriginal Production: Producer, Aboriginal Director and or/Writer.

· Collaborative Production: An Aboriginal and non-aboriginal joint production.

· Aboriginal Theme Production: A non-Aboriginal production with the subject matter focusing on Aboriginal issues/stories.

· A production featuring Aboriginal artist/technical content.

6) Entries submitted in previous years to Dreamspeakers Film Festivals and were not screened can be re-submitted

7) Only DVD formats will be selected for preview. We are unable to preview Beta formats.

8) Each preview format (if selected for screening) must be prepaid, labeled and shipped in suitable mailing containers. Film/video title and filmmakers/video artists name must be legibly marked. 5% GST will be charged by Customs Canada on the stated value and must be pre-paid.
9) Film soundtracks must be in optical format.

10) The cost of returned film/video is the responsibility of the submitter.
